MEMPHIS - Chicago Tribune columnist Clarence Page, winner of the 1989 Pulitzer Prize for commentary, is coming to the University of Memphis on March 25 as the featured speaker for the annual Freedom of Information Congress.

Page’s column is currently syndicated in more than 200 newspapers around the country. He is also an author and frequent guest on news programs such as ABC’s “This Week” and “The News Hour with Jim Lehrer.” 
Page has been honored with a Lifetime Achievement award from the Society of Black Journalists, and he was part of a team of reporters that won the 1973 Pulitzer Prize for a Chicago Tribune series on voter fraud in Illinois.

The Freedom of Information Congress is sponsored by the U of M Chapter of the Society of Professional Journalists, the Department of Journalism and the Student Event Allocation Committee. A reception for Page is at 6 p.m. at the new University Center. Page’s presentation will be at 7 p.m. at the new University Center Theater.  The back-up location for the event is the Rose Theater.

The congress is conducted annually to highlight the need to protect open access to government and the need to protect freedom of speech and freedom of the press.  The event is open to the public at no charge. All are encouraged to attend.
